hooding and to receive their diploma covers individually. On returning to their places, the
graduates are seated.

The Representative of the Colleges' Graduate Programs will then request the candidates to
approach the stage one Program at a time. The Dean calls the names of the candidates who
ascend the stage to receive their diploma covers individually. On returning to their places, the
graduates are seated.

A diploma cover will be distributed to students as they cross the stage. After receiving your
diploma cover, Graduates will proceed down the stairs and return to their seats. Your diplomas
will be mailed to your home address in approximately 8 weeks.

Students are encouraged to complete the Intent to Graduate form on self-service (open until
May 1st) to verify their Diploma Name, degree details, and final mailing address. After
graduation is finalized and upon the conferral date, a digital version of their degree will be sent
directly to their email address from Parchment, allowing one final opportunity to review the
mailing address.
